Barbara Stewart was bankrupt and alone
when she took the lowest position in an
Alberta oil rig camp, working as a campie.
Campie is a snapshot of life in that isolated

portable trailer off a frozen, unmarked road.

With dark humour and searing honesty,
she looks for self-restoration while making
a living in the oil fields. Barbara’s work has
appeared in Event, The Walrus and most
recently the anthology Best Canadian
Essays 2011. She was shortlisted in the CBC
literary awards for non-fiction.

Charlotte Gill planted more than 1 million
seedlings during her treeplanting career,
and has been published in numerous
Canadian magazines. Her non-fiction, Eating
Dirt, explores a subculture of soggy, gritty
exuberance and the magical ecosystem of
forests. It has been nominated for the Hilary
Weston Price for Non-Fiction, the Charles
Taylor Prize, the BC National Awards for
Canadian Non-Fiction and was chosen as a
Globe 100 Best Book of the Year.
